Windshield and hand protector are designed to be one 
integrated component assy, easy for fast removing and 
assembling.

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Rear Cargo Box
The rear cargo box can be easy installed and removed by CF 
connect clamps. Cargo box capacity is 105 Liters. 

Assembly:
Place the rear cargo box on the rear rack cover. 
Pull the rubber buckles 1  and open the cargo box.

Mount CF connect clamps 2  inside the cargo box as shown.
Turn CF connect clamps 2  to an open state, insert in place  
then lock them.

Center Cargo Box
Center cargo box can be easy installed and removed by CF 
connect clamps. Cargo box capacity is 41 Liters. 

Assembly:
Mount the bottom plate 1 .

Mount the center cargo box 2  in the direction as shown.

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Align the rabbet joints 3  into the slots 4 .

Mount CF connect clamps 5  as shown.
Turn CF connect clamps 5 to an open state, insert in place, then 
lock them.

Lock state for CF connect clamps.

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Front LED Flood Lamps
Front Led flood lamps switch is located on the left handbar bracket. 
LED lights are located on the front bumper.

When switch is on this position, LED lamps turn on.

● When switch is on this position, LED lamps turn off.

NOTE:
This feature is only applicable to 2021 models and newer models.
Main cables on ATVs built prior to 2021 are not compatible.

CAUTION
Tire pressure is important for vehicle handling and stability. 
Insufficient tire pressure may lead to tire deflating and rotating 
on the rim. Excess pressure may lead to tire burst. Always 
follow the recommended tire pressure. Never set tire pressure 
below minimum. It could cause the tire to dislodge from the rim.

CAUTION
Test tire pressures during cold tire condition. Tire pressure is 
affected by the variance of temperature and altitude. Test tire 
pressures whenever any of these conditions have changed.

Tire Assembly:
1  - Rim
2  - Tire
3  - Beadlock ring
4  - Beadlock ring bolts - M6×25
Tire Removal
Support the suspension under the tire to be removed. Deflate 
the tire. Remove the beadlock ring bolts, beadlock ring and tire. 
NOTE: Wheel removal is not reqiured.

1 2 3 4
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Tire Installation
Apply a thin layer of lubricant onto the inner beads of the tire 
and wheel opposite of the beadlock inner ring. 
Seat the tire outer bead in the shoulder of beadlock inner ring. 
Ensure the beadlock inner ring is positioned in the center of tire.
Align tire light point ( the yellow point on tire) with the inflating 
valve.
1  - Tire outer bead
2  - Beadlock inner ring shoulder

Beadlock Clamp Ring Installation
Install all the beadlock ring bolts in a criss-cross sequence, To 
avoid mis-threading, follow the number sequence as shown  
and screw by hand. 
To ensure even pressure on the beadlock clamp ring, pretighten 
bolts a few turns at a time.

NOTE:
Apply a small amount of thread locker on the bolt threads.

Beadlock ring bolts (first torque): 26 in-lb (3N·m ± 1N·m)
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CFORCE 1000 OVERLAND FEATURES 
Check to ensure the tire is in the center of wheel. Reposition it 
as necessary.
Tighten the bolts according to the second torque, following the 
same sequence.

Beadlock ring bolts (Second torque): 70 in-lb (8N·m ±1N·m)
The beadlock clamp ring should be in contact with the beadlock 
inner ring. The beadlock clamp ring can flex slightly to match 
the tire bead.

Verify the gap between tire and beadlock clamp ring, it should 
be equal all around the ring.

If the gap is not acceptable:
    • Loosen all the bolts.
    • Check the tire position on wheel, reposition it if necessary.
    • Restart the pretightening following the indicated 

sequence.
    • Finally torque the beadlock ring bolts to the first and 

second torque values following the indicated sequence.
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Beadlock ring bolts (Final torque): 106 in-lb (12N·m ± 1N·m)
Tighten the beadlock ring bolts in a clockwise direction as 
shown.
Make sure the tire remained centered in place before inflating 
with air. 
Inflate the tire to seat the inner beads on the wheel.

CAUTION
Do not exceed the recommended maximum tire pressure when 
seating beads.
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CFORCE 1000 OVERLAND FEATURES 
HDPE Skid Plate Protection
A full HDPE skid plate system is installed to protect the bottom 
of the ATV from rocks, sticks, and other objects.
